ENTRY DETAILS

This information should be read in conjunction with the Competition Rules’ which can be found at www.bsoa.org under "National Competitions". 
Who can take part?
The event is for pupils in years 5 to 13 inclusive but note that it is the pupil’s date of birth that determines the class they enter, not necessarily their school year. Classes are denoted by National Curriculum School Years, e.g., G7 means Girls Year 7 but d.o.b is the entry criteria. Further information on dates of birth may be found at www.bsoa.org in the box under the National Competition.
Schools do not have to be members of the British Schools Orienteering Association to enter. It is not necessary for a member of the school staff to accompany the team, but the team must be accompanied by a responsible adult.

Pairs

Pupils in Years 5 to 8 may compete in pairs. 
· If a pair comes from different years, then they must be entered as the higher year. 
· If they are not the same gender, then they should be entered as boys. 
Pairs must stay together and cross the finish line together.
Additional runners 
Additional runners may be entered but will be non-competitive, subject to start time availability. These runners will start before those who are part of the team.
School Categories 

We would recommend that you consult the full rules which are on the BSOA website at www.bsoa.org
To help with your School Category a simplified flow chart can be found there in the box under the rules. 
As this is a School’s event, ideally all entries should be made through your school. 
Home schooled children should include the words ‘home school’ in their school name.
Competitors should have competed in at least three orienteering events at the appropriate standard before the Schools Championships. However, we do understand that this may have been a challenge due to the pandemic but we would ask you to ensure your pupils are familiar with all aspects of competing at an orienteering competition.
Photographs
BSOA appointed photographer Ray Barnes will be in attendance and his photos will be on the BSOA website after the event. They will be shared with the National Trust to be used for their publicity purposes. These photos will be taken in compliance with British Orienteering O Safe Guidelines. Submission of the entry form implies permission for these official photographs to be taken.

Parking, Assembly, Facilities, Finish and Starts
Vehicles will be parked on hard standing in a car park approximately 5 minutes walk from the Assembly/Finish area.
Toilets, enquiries, download, results, etc. will all be in the Assembly area. Starts are within sight of Assembly.
Map and Control descriptions

A waterproof five colour map at a scale of 1:5,000 with 2.5 metre contours, overprinted with the controls and control descriptions. Separate, loose control descriptions will not be available. 

One blank map will be emailed to each school with the final details.

Terrain
The landscape and gardens at Stowe Park were designed by 'Capability' Brown. There are many paths of various sizes winding their way between open grassland and small pieces of woodland. The woodland is mostly either open (white) or best avoided (dark green). Within the grounds are lakes and ponds, and an assortment of historic bridges along with numerous temples and statues. Competitors should be made aware of the two symbols that represent "Out of Bounds" - red hatching and olive green - even though courses have been planned to avoid these areas.
Equipment Required

Personal gear needs to be Orienteering kit or a T-shirt or long sleeved shirt, tracksuit bottoms and trainers (or good grip soled shoes).  No Shorts or Jeans. If the weather is bad then cagoules may be made compulsory.

The area is likely to be muddy.
A compass is strongly recommended, and whistles are compulsory.
SI Control Punching

The SI electronic punching system will be used. Competitors may use their own SI Card but this must be indicated on the entry form and the SI card used must match the card number shown on their competitor number label. If not, enquiries must be notified and any changes made before the competitor starts. In the interests of fairness the ability to punch "contactlessly" with your own SI card (i.e. active SIAC) will be disabled.
Awards

Medals will be given to the first three individuals in each age class, the first three teams (of three) in each age class, and the first three schools in each category of school.

Participation Certificates will be awarded to all competitors.

Trophies

Trophies will be presented to the winning school for each age class and the winning school in each category of school. If you hold a trophy from BSOC 2019 please return it to enquiries as soon as you arrive at the event.
Timings and Prize Giving

The intended start period is from 9.30 to 11.30.
Prize giving will take place as early as possible, but provisionally should be at around 12.30 pm, in the Assembly Area.

From here it is a 1km walk to Campbell Park. Although you can park nearer to Campbell Park maps will be issued from the car park at Willen Lake.

Personal gear needs to be either Orienteering kit or a T-shirt or long sleeved shirt, tracksuit bottoms and trainers (or good grip soled shoes).  No Shorts or Jeans. 

A compass is strongly recommended. 
Terrain
Campbell Park is a typical open parkland with scattered trees and plenty of sculptures and a good path network in the centre of Milton Keynes.
Training Maps
These will be provided on waterproof maps with controls printed on them ,using the permanent orienteering course where possible or a control marker where the POC post has disappeared.
