ENTRY DETAILS

Who can take part?
The event is for pupils in years 5 –13 inclusive but note that it is the pupil’s date of birth that determines the class they enter not their school year. Classes are denoted by National Curriculum School Years, e.g. G7 means Girls Year 7 but d.o.b is the entry criteria. Further information on dates of birth may be found at www.bsoa.org in the box under the National Competition.
Schools do not have to be members of the British Schools Orienteering Association to enter. It is not necessary for a member of the school staff to accompany the team, but the team must be accompanied by a responsible adult.

Pairs

Pupils in Years 5 to 8 may compete in pairs. 
· If a pair comes from different years then they must be entered as the higher year. 
· If they are not the same gender then they should be entered as boys. 
Pairs must stay together and cross the finish line together.
Additional runners 
Additional runners may be entered but will be non-competitive, subject to start time availability. These runners will start before those who are part of the team.
School Categories 

We would recommend that you consult the full rules which are on the website at www.bsoa.org
To help with your School Category a simplified flow chart can be found on the BSOA website in the box under the rules. 
As this is a Schools event ideally all entries should be made through your school. Home schooled children should include the words ‘home school’ in their school name.
Competitors should have competed in at least three orienteering events at the appropriate standard before the Schools Championships.
This information should be read in conjunction with the Competition Rules’ which can be found at www.bsoa.org under National Competitions. 
Photographs
BSOA appointed photographer Ray Barnes will be in attendance and his photos will be on the BSOA website after the event. These photos will be taken in compliance with British Orienteering O Safe Guidelines. Submission of the entry form implies permission for these official photographs.

Terrain

The area is a large well maintained area. As well as the playing fields there is a complex mix of woodland and open giving rise to some good technical orienteering.
Parking, Assembly, Facilities, Finish and Starts

Vehicles will be parked on hard standing.
The toilets, enquiries, download, results, will be in the assembly area. So please support the traders and bring money for lunch and kit. 
There is plenty of room for Club tents alongside the run in.

Map and Control descriptions

A waterproof five colour map at 1:10,000 overprinted with the controls plus control descriptions. 

One blank map will be emailed to each school with the final details.

Equipment Required

Personal gear needs to be Orienteering kit or a T-shirt or long sleeved shirt, tracksuit bottoms and trainers (or good grip soled shoes).  No Shorts or Jeans. If the weather is bad then cagoules may be made compulsory.

The area is likely to be muddy.
A compass is strongly recommended and whistles are compulsory.
SI Control Punching

The SI electronic punching system will be used. Competitors may use their own SI Card but this must be indicated on the entry form and the SI card used must match the card number shown on their competitor number label. If not enquiries must be notified and any changes made before the competitor starts.

Awards

Medals will be given to the first 3 individuals in each age class, first 3 teams (of 3) in each age class and the first 3 schools in each category of school.

Participation Certificates will be awarded to all competitors.

Trophies

Trophies will be presented to the winning school for each age class and the winning school in each category of school. If you hold a trophy from BSOC 2017 please return it to enquiries as soon as you arrive at the event.
Timings and Prize Giving

The intended start period is from 10.30 to 12.30 dependent on number of entries.
Prize giving should take place provisionally at 1.30 pm in the assembly area.

Dogs

Start and Finish
The start should be at most a 10 minutes walk from the assembly. There will be no clothing transfer. 
Only SQE competitors will be allowed in the competition area or beyond the pre-start. 
The toilets,enquiries,finish,download & results will be in assembly.

The intended start period is from 12 noon to 2pm.

Terrain

The majority of the area is mature deciduous woodland including beech, almost all of which is fast runnable terrain with minor undergrowth. There are some areas of coniferous plantation which are slower. Old quarry workings give intricate contour details and ruins.
Courses – these are of a higher technical standard than those used in the BSOC

One course for each category, light green standard for W14 and M14 and green standard for W16 & 1st Year W18 and M16 & 1st Year W18 . Likely course lengths will be between 3.5 and 6.0km. Please only enter those of sufficient technical skill and experience to undertake these standards of course.

International School Sport Federation World School Championship in Orienteering 2019
The next International School Sport Federation World School Championship in Orienteering (WSCO 2019) will take place near Otepaa, Estonia. 

The Championship will take place from 29th April 2019 until 5th May 2019. 

If you would like to be considered for the English Schools’ team, the selection criteria is set out in this document. Please read it carefully.

General

1. Affiliation

· Entries for all ISF competitions are made through national schools’ sports’ federations. 

· In the case of the English Schools’ team, the BSOA is affiliated to the International School Sport Federation (ISF) through the English body for schools’ sport, the National Council for School Sport (NCSS).

2. Eligibility

· Selections for the English "School Teams" are restricted to schools in England.

· Individual selections for the English "Select Teams" are restricted to students attending English schools. 
· Home schooled children are not eligible. 

· These schools must be BSOA members before the ISF WSCO takes place.

· In addition all participants must be members of British Orienteering in the year the ISF WSCO competition is held.

3. Team categories

· A maximum of eight teams will be selected: School and Select teams in each of four categories. 

· These categories are Younger Boys teams / Younger Girls teams (M/W2) and Older Boys teams / Older Girls teams (M/W1). There will be five competitors in each team. 

4. Ages

· For the M/W2 categories, students must be born in 2005 or 2004.  

· For the M/W1 categories, students must be born in 2003, 2002, or 2001.   

· The students will be M/W14s, M/W16’s, or 1st year M/W18’s at the time of the English qualifying events.

5. Selection

· Selection will be based on the Special Qualification Event (SQE), which will be held the day before the BSOC.

· All schools wishing to be considered for School Team selection, and individuals for Select Teams, MUST compete in both events. 

· If a student is unable to compete in one or both of these events, the BSOA Secretary must receive a written explanation by Friday 16th November 2018, otherwise the individual concerned cannot be considered. 

· If a competitor becomes unable to compete for a genuine reason during the weekend, the BSOA Secretary must be informed before Wednesday 21st November 2018.

6. Entries per category

· Schools may enter a maximum of eight entries per category in the SQE. 

· Any amendment that a school may wish to make to the names of their eight competitive students MUST be made to the organiser by Monday12th November 2018.  Changes only under extenuating circumstances may be made after that. 

· Start times WILL NOT be changed once they have been allocated due to seeding. In addition, students from the same school will have start times separated by several minutes. 

7. Age categories

· Whilst the BSOC will be run in school years (as usual), the Special Qualification Event will be run in the appropriate orienteering age classes, i.e. M14, W14, M16/1st year M18,   and W16/1st year W18. 

· Students participating must be the correct age for that category.  In particular, students must not run up (M/W12s are not eligible to compete as M/W14, and M/W14s are not allowed to compete as M/W16).

8. Experience

· Schools are reminded that the SQE is a selection race for the ISF WSCO and is not suitable for beginners or inexperienced students. (The BSOC is the ‘open’ event for all children who attend schools in the Great Britain, with courses easier than those used for the SQE.)

· Students entering the SQE should be capable of successfully completing a Light Green standard course if M/W14, and a Green standard course if M/W16 or above.

9. Competitive entries for SQE

· Only competitive entries will be permitted. 

10.  Selections for School Teams and Select Teams 

· If a school is invited to send a School representative team, it will not be possible for a student from that school to be selected as an individual in a Select team in the same category.
· Due to the fact that students of each age category will be competing on the same course in the SQE, performance in this will take priority over performance in the BSOC for selection.

11. Notification of selection

· The selected English Schools Teams and members of the Select Teams will be announced on the BSOA web site on Friday 23rd November 2018. No further correspondence will be entered into as the closing date for our entry is Friday 30th November 2018.
· Members of the Select Teams will be contacted by email over that weekend.

· If you do not hear from the BSOA then please email wscoengland@gmail.com 
12. Permission from Head Teacher and Parents and funding

· There is a short period of time between the selection process and the cut-off date for the final application to attend the ISF WSCO. All competitors must therefore have the written permission of both the Head teacher and their parents to attend the ISF WSCO if selected. This must be confirmed by the Head teacher on page 9 of the entry form.

· Please note that this is not a British Orienteering team and funding is the responsibility of the schools or the individual team members. However, many have been able to obtain help to meet the costs in the past. 
· Please note that due to increases in charges by both the ISF & NCSS and that flights to Tallinn as required by the organisers require a connecting flight the cost of attending the event is likely to be in the region of £850-900 per athlete. BSOA will endeavour to keep costs as low as possible.
13. Embargoed areas

· All areas for the competition weekend are now out of bounds, until the SQE & BSOC.

School Teams, further information

14. Selection of M/W 18’s born in 2001
· Eligibility for School Teams to represent England will be based on both the SQE and the BSOC. 

· Under ISF rules, M/W1 teams may consist of up to two students with a 2001 year of birth. However only one of them will be counted for the team results at the ISF WSCO. The BSOA selectors will therefore only consider one child with a 2001 birth year per school for team selection.  The composition of the rest of the team considered will be 2003/2002 years of birth.

15. Size of a Team

· Each team must be comprised of five athletes.
16. Selection of School Team members

· Once a school has been selected for a School Team place the selection of its five team members will be at the discretion of the school concerned, but they will be expected to field their strongest team. 

17. Team Manager for a School Team

· The ISF has ruled that a qualified teacher must accompany each School Team as the team manager at all ISF events. (The BSOA also recommends that the team manager should hold a British Orienteering coaching qualification in addition to their teaching qualification.)
· If a school is unable to provide a suitable adult then BSOA may be able to appoint an appropriately qualified coach to the team.
Select Teams, further information

18. Selection of individuals for Select Teams

· Selection for Select Teams will be based on the SQE. 

· Other form may be considered, but will only be used where selectors feel unable to make a decision based on the SQE. “Other form” will only be used from the results of events that Orienteering England use for Junior Interland Selection prior to BSOC.

19. Priority for students from schools with teams in BSOC

· A minimum of three places will be given to students whose school enter a Whole School or Age Category team in BSOC. Depending on results the other two places may be given to students without a team.

20. M/W 18 Select Team members 

· Under ISF rules, two members of M/W1 teams may be born in 2001 but only one will count in the ISF WSCO races. 

· The BSOA therefore may only select one student born in 2001. The BSOA reserves the option to decide that no one born in 2001 will be selected. In particular, a student that has previously attended a World Schools Championships as a select in the older category will not be considered.
